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Resolution for heightened awareness of the importance of

 personal data protection
Adopted by the General Meeting of the AFAPDP

October 31, 2011, in Mexico City, Mexico
We, members of the Association francophone des autorités de protection des données personnelles (AFAPDP), meeting in Mexico City on October 31, 2011, during the Fifth Conference of Francophone Data Protection Commissioners;

Recalling the declarations of the Heads of State and Government of the Francophonie, adopted at the 10th Summit, in Ouagadougou on November 27, 2004; the 11th Summit, in Bucharest on September 29, 2006; and the 13th Summit of the Francophonie, in Montreux on October 23 and 24, 2010;

Guided by the by-laws of our association, Article 5 of which stipulates that the association should help members be more effective in promoting personal data protection;

Desiring to give effect to the Resolution on International Co-operation adopted by the International Conference of Data Protection and Privacy Commissioners in Montreal in 2007;

Desiring to give effect to the Resolution on International Standards of Privacy and Personal Data adopted by the International Conference of Data Protection and Privacy Commissioners in Madrid in 2009;

Determined to work with other francophone and international agencies and associations to strengthen personal data protection as a factor in promoting the rule of law and democracy and to encourage cooperation and contact among its members through the pooling, at the international level, of knowledge, practices and the shared values of the network of francophone commissioners;
Aware of the lack of knowledge about our laws, missions and institutions in all of our countries, and the fact that the principles of personal data protection cannot be adhered to unless they are known and understood by all;
Aware that personal data protection authorities must have the means necessary to carry out their mission to enhance awareness;
Jointly and severally declare:
· That we express our firm commitment to continue to inform our parliaments and public authorities of the existence of our laws and missions, the results of our actions, our concerns and possible suggestions in order to enhance the knowledge of and respect for the principles of personal data protection at the highest levels of the state,
· That we are committed to continuing our efforts to explain in plain language using various communications products such as brochures, Web sites and videos our laws and our missions to make them more accessible to and easily understood by the people they affect, in particular vulnerable groups like youth,

· That we encourage the appointment of personal data protection officers to spread a culture of personal data protection in private companies and public bodies,
· That effectiveness of communication and awareness campaigns depend also on action on the ground and adapting support to the target public,

· That we therefore encourage data protection authorities to share material and communications products,

· That we encourage partnerships to further spread a culture of personal data protection within civil society.
